Introduction

The Academy of Maritime Education and Training (AMET) 135, East Coast Road,
Kanathur-803 112, was declared as deemed to be University under de-novo category
vide Ministry of Human Resource Development's, Notification No.8-18/2005-U.3(A)
dated 21" August 2007. There is a provision in the UGC guidelines on the Deemed to
be University that the Institution under de-novo category has to be reviewed annually
for 5 years. Accordingly, the Academy of Maritime Education and Training was
reviewed by the Expert Committee on 19" and 20" January, 2009.

BACKGROUND

AMET University is the first Maritime University in South Asia which caters the negas
across all the areas of the Shipping Industry. The Institution, formerly known as
Academy of Maritime Education and Training, was set up on 15" February 1993
